GOLETA, Ca., February 3, 2010 — At 1:30 pm, Santa Barbara County Fire Department
(SBC FD) will be conducting a rescue drill in the area of HWY 101 southbound at Vista
Point. The drill will involve two SBC FD engines, a battalion chief and helicopter 309.
