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- Pesticide Tractor Rollover with Person Trapped - 
 
LOMPOC, Ca. February 4, 2010 – At 11:43 am, Santa Barbara County Fire Department 
(SBC FD) responded to a tractor rollover with a person trapped on San Antonio Road 
East, ¼ mile west of HWY 135 in Lompoc.  SBC FD responded two engines, a para-
medic ambulance, and a battalion chief to the incident.  A CalStar 7 helicopter was also 
requested but not needed. 

 
A small agricultural tractor towing a 250 gallon pesticide spray rig overturned, pinning 
the 18 year old male driver.  Firefighters used airbags to lift the tractor and free the 
driver.  The driver sustained moderate injuries to his leg and was treated by firefighter / 
paramedics at the scene.  The driver was then transported to Marion Hospital via AMR 
ambulance. 

Approximately 10 gallons of pesticide containing a liquid lime sulfur mixture was spilled 
as a result of the rollover.  Firefighters constructed a berm to contain the spill.  County 
Hazardous Materials Unit was notified.  
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
