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- Vehicle vs. Bus / Person Trapped - 
 
GOLETA, Ca. February 5, 2010 – At 9:56 am, Santa Barbara County Fire Department 
(SBC FD) responded to a vehicle accident involving a Metropolitan Transit District 
(MTD) bus and a vehicle, on HWY 217 north bound at Sand Spit Road.   

 

SBC FD responded two engines, a ladder truck and a battalion chief and was assisted by 
CHP and UCSB Rescue 7.  The driver of the vehicle, a male in his twenties, sustained 
moderate injuries as a result of the accident and was transported to the hospital via UCSB 
Rescue 7.  Firefighters had to use the Jaw of Life to extricate the driver from the vehicle.  
There were no injuries reported on the bus that was carrying 6 passengers and the driver.  
The cause of the accident is under investigation by the CHP.
